Students aspiring to become candidates for a
major in the English must complete a maximum
of 44 semester hours of general education courses
and 36 hours of institutional requirements in
English.

Exit criteria for the
Bachelor of Arts in English degree include the
minimum grade requirement of “C” in all
courses counting toward the major. Students
must also complete the English exit exam; this
departmental exam is used for diagnostic
purposes only.
