Texas College’s Interdisciplinary Studies -
Educator Preparation Program prepares students
to become highly qualified classroom teachers
serving diverse educational = communities.
Students have the opportunity to become involved
in two teacher education organizations on cam-
pus: the campus chapter of the Association of
Childhood Education International (ACEI) and
the Pi Lambda Theta Honor Society for those
students who qualify.

Throughout the academic year, teacher candidates
are able to meet and learn from superintendents,
principals, and renowned public and private
school teachers. Texas College offers the
Bachelor of Science degree; to earn the bachelor’s
degree, students must complete the required hours
in the general education core, the institutional
course requirements, and the content (major
program) area requirements.

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EpUucATION MISSION

The mission of the Division of Education is to
prepare  highly  competent, successful,
compassionate and  enthusiastic  teaching
professionals dedicated to responsible service,
educational leadership, continued professional
growth and intellectual development.

Although admitted to the College, there is an addi-
tional admission process for the Teacher Educa-
tion Program. Students must:

e Take and pass the Texas Higher Education
Assessment (THEA), or its equivalent, with a
minimum score of READING 230, WRIT-
ING 220; and MATH 230,

Have a minimum of 59 credit hours (12 in the
content area, 15 if math or science) and a cu-
mulative GPA of 2.75 or higher.
Complete an application for admission to the
Texas College Educator Preparation Program,
which may be obtained from the Division of
Education.
The following items must be submitted along
with the program admission applica-
tion, or be completed prior to pro-
gram entry:
o Three signed letters of reference from
college professors/work study
Supervisors;
o Interview with Teacher Education
Admission Committee;
o Submission of unofficial college transcripts;
and
o Completion and submission of
1) A signed degree plan;
2) Statement of philosophy of
Education;
3) An autobiography;
4) Criminal background check; and
5) Copy of state photo identification.
